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GOALS AND METHODS
Goals:
1. To locate the leading teachers of music composition in music schools, conservatories and
departments, and talented young composers ages 18 through 25 across the USA
2. To inform these teachers, their leaders, presidents of state federations, and others about the
NFMC support for composers, the Young Composers Contest and its awards
3. To gain forty entrants with original works by March 1 for the Victor Herbert/ ASCAP, Devora
Nadworney, and Nancy & Russell Hatz Awards
Methods:
1. Contact NFMC friends, officers, chairmen and others to develop a mailing list of interested
teachers and composers.
2. Cooperate with other chairmen who need to locate young talent at music schools, conservatories,
colleges and elsewhere.
3. Develop working relationships with leading teachers of music composition so they may urge
their best student to enter the Young Composers Contest.
4. Select judges with a national reputation to critique and rate each score in the four classes for two
or more instruments, chorus, solo piano, or solo voice with accompaniment.
5. Collect, record and transmit all entry fees and membership dues through the NFMC Treasurer.
6. Ensure that congratulations, critiques and NFMC checks reach the winners.
7. Report the results to the NFMC Student/Collegiate Division Chairman, who will compile the
information for reports at national meetings and to Music Clubs Magazine
Other Information:

Since 1942 the NFMC Young Composers Contest has encouraged creative music from students.
The three prizes in the Victor Herbert/ ASCAP Award are supported by the American Society of
Composers, Authors and Publishers. Devora Nadworneyl921 Young Artist winner in woman'’s
voice gave credit to NFMC for starting her concert career and gave funds for the award in solo
voice with accompaniment. Russell Hatzwas an outstanding string teacher and adjudicator. His
wife, Nancy, still lives on Mount Gretna PA.
